BUSINESS MEETING - MINUTES

WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 6, 2008

President Addie Lou Leggett opened the meeting by stating the purpose of the club.  
SECRETARY

Secretary, Edna Denton read the minutes of the last meeting.  Minutes were approved as read by voice vote.

TREASURER

Treasurer Cynthia Cox gave the following report.  There was a beginning balance of $6,640.73.  Income posted for the month totaled $935.00 and expenses paid out for the month totaled $524.17, leaving an ending balance of $6,951.56.  The report was approved as read by voice vote.

Addie Lou stated that the agenda for tonight’s meeting and all future business meetings will be available on the web site at least 1 week before the scheduled business meeting.  Members were asked to print and bring their own copy of the agenda to future business meetings.  She then asked for a motion to be made to accept the proposed agenda for tonight’s meeting with one exception; the last item on the agenda under New Business would be tabled.  The motion was made, seconded and approved by voice vote.

VICE-PRESIDENT

Vice-President Helen Pase reported that a van had been secured to transport approximately 15 ENCSC members to the Twin Rivers Shag Club 20th Anniversary Party on Saturday, 08/09/2008 at the Emerald Golf Club in New Bern.  Riders and any other members who may be driving themselves are asked to meet in the Foodlion parking lot at Bells Fork around 6:15pm.  They plan to leave around 6:30pm.  

Helen Pase stated that she had 20 SOS Fun Monday ticket left for sale.  Brenda Jones stated that she has 9 left.  Tickets are $10 each and first prize is $7,500.00.  Helen reminded members that if we do not sell all of the Fun Monday tickets, the club will lose the $150.00 vendor fee.  Members were encouraged to please sell and/or buy the remaining tickets.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

TELEPHONE

It was reported that Pam Herring would be taking over the phone tree.

E-MAIL

Edna Denton reported that she had incorrect or no email addresses for numerous club members.  She asked members who had not received an email regarding the Labor Day Layover Party, to please send her an email with their correct email address.

REMEMBRANCE

Mary Waters reported that she sent a sympathy card to Bill & Sue Erwin and to Rich & Daphne Robinson.  Get Well cards were sent to Pat Walker, Tim Midyette, and John Daigle.  The proposed budget for the Remembrance committee is $135.00 ($60 postage, $75 cards).

Addie Lou let members know that the daughter of Eddie Spencer (past president of the Wilmington Shag Club) had been assaulted and is in the hospital.  She said she knew Eddie and his family would appreciate our thoughts and prayers.

Addie Lou read an email letter from Billy Wester thanking the club for the monetary donation at the time of his recent surgery. 

SOCIAL
Judy Everette stated that ENCSC would be cooking hot dogs and hamburgers for the Labor Day Layover Party at Memories in Atlantic Beach.  All ENCSC members are encouraged to attend and help out.

Judy Everette reported that she is working on the arrangements for the Christmas Party and has an estimated budget of $1,000.00.  She stated that the American Legion building in Greenville is available on Friday, 12/12/2008.  The cost would be $300.00 (rent)+ $50.00 (alcohol permit).  She stated that the club has plenty of decorations already, but will need to purchase poinsettias for the party.  Judy also noted that there would be a meal served at the Christmas Party.  She is still working on the details for other socials.

A motion was made and seconded to hold the Christmas Party at the American Legion on Friday, 12/12/2008 with a $1,000 budget.  The motion was approved by show of hands.

MEMBERSHIP
Brenda Jones reported that the Membership Committee has made phone calls to past members who still have not renewed their membership to encourage them to do so.  She also stated that we have had 2 more renewals and have 7 new members to vote on tonight to bring the total number of members to 189.  The 7 new members were voted in by voice vote.  The Membership Committee has set a goal of 275 members for the 2008-2009 year.  Brenda estimated the Membership Committee budget to be around $200.00 for the year.

WAYS AND MEANS

Deborah Linton presented the idea of having a Spaghetti Dinner/Dance/Silent Auction fundraiser at Graham Mills’ river house on Saturday, 08/23/2008 from 2:00pm – 7:00pm.  A motion was made and seconded to have the Spaghetti Dinner/Dance at Graham’s river house on 08/23/2008 from 2:00pm – 7:00pm and charge $8.00 per ticket.
Next, discussion was held regarding whether or not to have a silent auction during this party.  A motion was made and seconded to have a silent auction during the Spaghetti Dinner/Dance.  After lengthy discussion, a motion was made and seconded to have this motion die on the floor.  Said motion was approved by hand vote and the motion died on the floor.    
Deborah told members about a fundraiser the club will be starting at our next business meeting.  It will be known as Kitty/Kitty.  Tickets will be $1 or 6 for $5.  At each meeting, a ticket will be drawn.  The holder of the winning ticket will draw from a deck of cards.  If a winning card (i.e. face card) is selected, then the money in the Kitty/Kitty fund will be split 50/50 with the ticket holder and the club treasure.  If no winning card is selected, the money will continue to accumulate until such time as there is winner.

On behalf of the Ways and Means Committee, Deborah requested that the club limit their charitable contributions to other officially recognized charitable, non-profit organizations.  If a member wishes to help sponsor a fund raiser for a club member or another individual, then that member will be responsible for coordinating the fundraising event.  Members could also make private contributions if they so desire.

Next Deborah asked for the club to decide on which charitable organization we wished to contribute to this year.  After much discussion, a motion was made and seconded to continue the club’s yearly donation of money and teddy bears to the TEDI Bear Foundation of Pitt County.  The motion was voted on and passed by voice vote.

Deborah presented an idea to hold a raffle for a Party of 25 – 40 people.  The winner would receive a party (dinner & fixings) for 25 – 40 people or a set sum of money.  A motion was made and seconded to hold a raffle for a dinner for 25 at $5 per ticket.  After lengthy discussion, another motion was made and seconded to table this motion until the Ways and Means committee could do further investigation.  Said motion was approved by voice vote and tabled for the next meeting.

SPECIAL COMMITTEES

WEBSITE
Edna Denton reported that pictures from Graham’s 4th of July party had been posted on the website.  She also told members that a President’s Corner link had been added to the website.  Each month, she will post messages, agendas and other general information received from President Addie Lou Leggett.
