UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Billy Layton reported that he had dropped the club’s tent off at Greenville Awning to see if it would be possible and what the cost would be to have the club’s emblem screen painted on the tent.  He is waiting for the vendor to get back to him with a price.

Ballots were passed out to vote on the logo for the club’s silver anniversary shirts.  It was reported that Logo #1 was selected.  If no clear winner is selected, there will be another vote next week between the 3 highest vote getters. [04/27/2009 ed] 
NEW BUSINESS

Brenda Jones made a motion to set aside the $1,000 earned by the club at the Brunswick Forest grand opening to be set aside for use on the club’s silver anniversary party.  The motion was seconded and approved by voice vote.

Brenda Jones presented a proposal for a possible 25th anniversary party.  Her proposal was a dinner/dance cruise on the Henrietta III out of Wilmington, NC.  After discussion, a motion was made from the floor to table the discussion concerning the actual “party event” at this meeting.  The motion was seconded and approved by voice vote.

Addie Lou gave the club members an update on the Memories situation with regards to Labor Day Layover.  In order to reserve the club for our Labor Day Layover party, we need to reserve Memories by the end of this week.  However, there are several policy changes regarding the use of Memories for this event:

· Up to 8pm, no rental fee; bring/pay our on DJ
· Memories VIP members will not have to pay an admission fee

· After 8pm, Memories will keep all monies collected at the door

· No raffles allowed

· After 8pm, the DJ will be selected from the DJ Association Pool

Brenda Jones requested the club hold a silent auction during Shagging on Sunday on March 29, 2009.  Brenda volunteered to be in charge.  A motion was made to hold the silent auction.  The original motion was amended to include the date March 29, 2009.  The amended motion was seconded and approved by voice vote.

Board of Director’s Meeting

Addie Lou stated that the Board of Director’s met on Saturday, February 28th to discuss several issues.  Dan Tew and Mike Folk presented a summary of the Board of Director’s recommendations with regards to the issues at hand.
1. Members and guests at any ENCSC event need to let any photographer at the party know if they do not wish to be photographed.

2. The Board recommended that the club still participate in the Labor Day Layover party at Memories.  A motion was made to continue the club’s participation.  The motion was seconded and approved by voice vote.

3. With regards to attendance at the ACSC Summer Workshop in Jacksonville, FL in July 2009, the board recommends that the club follow the guidelines approved at the January 2009 business meeting.  It was noted that the original discussion regarding this workshop was in November 2008.  Since the bylaws were amended after the November discussion, many members of the club stated that they felt the club should still pay for the attendance at the ACSC summer workshop as originally stated in the bylaws.  Even though the bylaws have been amended since the November discussion, many members of the club stated that they felt the club should still pay for the attendance at the ACSC summer workshop as originally discussed. [04/27/09  ed]  A motion was made and seconded to accept the Board’s recommendation to follow the guidelines found in the amended bylaws.  The motion was defeated by standing vote.  Therefore, for the ACSC Summer workshop in July 2009, the club will pay for 2 tickets, 2 rooms and reimburse mileage for one vehicle.  Future workshop participation will fall under the guidelines of the amended bylaws.

4. The Board recommended that our club no longer participate in Shag-O-Ween.  At this time during the business meeting, Jerry Nichols stated that he had asked the Shag-O-Ween committee if ENCSC could host the party in Greenville this year, since we were unable to host the party last year due to unforeseen circumstances.  The Shag-O-Ween committee agreed to let ENCSC host the party.  He then reviewed additional club responsibilities if we were to continue to participate:

a. Two sponsors at $200 each by the 2nd week in August
b. $150 start up fee

c. Selling raffle tickets


After lengthy discussion, a motion was made to close discussion.  The motion was seconded and 
approved by voice vote.  A motion was then made to accept the Board’s recommendation to go 
solo instead of participating in Shag-O-Ween.  The motion was seconded and approved by 
standing vote.
A motion was made to table discussion on the agenda item regarding shag club throws.  The motion was seconded and approved by voice vote.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Jerry Nichols stated there would be a fund raiser for Billy Layton on March 21st.  The event would be at the Quail Ridge clubhouse from 8pm to 12pm.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
