The cost is $10.00 or $8.00 with a valid Shag Club membership. There will be a raffle for $100.00 prize.  There will be a costume contest with prizes of $100 for 1st place; $75.00 for 2nd place and $50.00 for 3rd place.  Heavy hors d’hoeuvres will be available. BYOB. DJ COMMITTEE

Jackie Haislip reported that there are some changes to present for the DJ policy.  The DJ calendar will be presented to the Bistro.  They would like to change the DJ policy so that the Labor Day layover event will be an open event for all eligible DJ’s.  DJ’s will be assigned for special events.  A motion was made to accept the changes, it was seconded and approved.  Fred Tetterton will be playing at the Bistro next Sunday night and Chuck Clodfelter will be playing at Shag-O-Ween.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Alonza Gray thanked everyone who helped out with Fun Monday.  He gave a special thanks to Graham Mills.  Alonza reported that almost everything was sold out.  The Health Inspector came around as we were closing up. There was a profit of $1,340.00.
Helen Pase reported on the Muscodine Festival.  Our club was provided with 30 tickets to the event.  The contest turned out well and a young couple from UNC-W, Jimmy and Becky, were the winners.
The issue of a party at the Pirate’s Pub in Washington is put off to a later date due to renovations.

The party at the Pirate’s Cove during S.O.S was great.  For the $150.00 fee, the members of the club received food discounts, beer and liquor. The club was open to other people but it was not a problem.  Arm bands were issued and tickets for drinks were issued.  It worked out well.
Helen Pase reported that she has been asked to get a condo for mid-winter.  She will need an advance from the club for the deposit.  The dates are January 13 through January 16.
Spring S.O.S. will be April 8 through 17 to avoid Easter.
NEW BUSINESS

Mike Folk reported he has received 100 2011 S.O.S. cards.  They are $30.00 each.  We will need one for Mid-Winter.  Checks will need to be made out to ENCSC.  Mike will need to send a check to S.O.S. by January 3, 2010.
Mike reported on the ACSC meeting at Fall S.O.S.  Ken Akin is the new chairman.  The packet provided to us contained a $400 check for reimbursement for participation at the 100% level.  The $150 check for deposit on the space for our vending project was also returned to the club.
The following are Mike’s notes from the workshop.
Report on Fall 2010 ACSC Meeting

Mike and Cristy Folk attended the ACSC meeting which was held September 26 at SOS.  The meeting was called to order by Ken Akin, the new ACSC chairman.

I picked up the packets that were for the ENCSC.  These packets included:

· A $400 reimbursement check from ACSC to the ENCSC.

· Our uncashed check for $150 which we had previously written for our Fun Monday Vendor Fee.  It is returned to us as a reward for having sold all of our Fun Monday Raffle tickets (100 tickets were sold).  This check can be voided and our treasury will be credited for $150.

· One Hundred SOS tickets for 2011, to be sold to our club members for $30 each.

The ACSC financial statement for September 1, 2010 showed a balance of $23,206.11.  The SOS Charitable Foundation financial statement for August 15, 2010, showed a balance of $24,412.16

The mandatory ACSC winter & summer workshop meetings which are scheduled to-date are as follows:

· Winter 2011 will be in Columbia, SC

· Summer 2011 will be in Augusta, Ga

· Winter 2012 will be in Hilton Head, SC

· Summer 2012 will be in Jacksonville, Fl

· The locations for the winter & summer workshops for 2013 will be decided during the summer 2011 workshop meeting.

Tom Barrineau resigned as the Vice President of SOS.

The ENCSC was recognized, along with other clubs, as having sold all of their Fun Monday raffle tickets.

Helen Still, Chairman of the SOS Board of Directors, met with the new Ocean Drive town manager, and was told that the city very much appreciates the business that SOS brings to Ocean Drive.  He stated that there are plans to renovate main street and that SOS may be involved in installing a new fountain with statues in one of the medians on Main Street.

It was reported that 10,710 SOS Cards were sold for 2010.


A report was given on the ASCAP licensing situation.  There may be an agreement formalized in January.  The National Fast Dance Association reached an agreement with ASCAP and BMI.  It is thought that a club license to cover both ASCAP and BMI might cost on the order of about $26 per year.

Helen Pase shared information on the project she is working on for her new employer ENCIL.  She states there will be a fundraiser at Rock Springs on Wednesday, November 10, 2010.  The Band of Oz will be performing.  Tickets are $10.00 in advance and $15.00 at the door.  She has requested help from the Shag Club to man the door etc.  She is also asking for sponsors.
Graham Mills shared information that Agri Supply has the pop-up tents for $50.00.

Sue Francis stated she needs a DJ for Music in the Streets.  
Helen Pase  asked about a love offering for Sharon Corey’s son Scott Thomas.  Addie Lou reported that her church has established a fund for him.  Also there are other fundraisers in the area for Scott.  
Since we have a policy for making donations, Addie Lou will chair a committee to look into the need for Scott and will follow that policy to make a presentation to the club at the next meeting.  A suggestion was made that we may be able to raise funds for a donation with a White Elephant sale.
The meeting was adjourned.
